twin issues, the mother of both twins and singleton children, and a twin herself, she comes to her topic
with unmatched depth and breadth of experience. Here, she presents a philosophical approach to raising
twins as the two unique individuals that they are. Arranged by age, the text covers preparation for
parents-to-be, babyhood, the preschool years, the elementary years, the preteen and teenage years, and
young aduithood. if readers have romantic ideas about the intimacy of twing (which Friedman refers to as
the “twin mystique”), it will likely be dismantled; parents are forced to examine beliefs and behaviors that
may be detrimental to their twins' social and emotional development as individuals.—Julianne J. Smith,
Ypsilanti Dist.
