twins may disagree with some of her ideas.

For example, Friedman favors twins having separate birthday parties, their own sets of friends and

interests and time alone with their parents. She also advocates separate classrooms for school-age twins -
but only if they've been able to be apart successfully.

Diana Clark of Rockville Centre says she and her husband decided before their 8-year-old identical twin
daughters, Brenda and Elena, started preschool to keep them in the same classroom. Now in the third
grade, they have found their own individual paths naturally, as many twins do, Clark says. "Even though
they maintain the same physical classroom, they've maintained their own sense of self."

Parents of twins and singletons say they wrestle with how to give all of their children individualized
attention. Kirsten Wright, of West Babylon, says she felt that way when her twins, Ryan and Kaitlyn, 3,
came along after her older children Sean, 6, and Anna, 4.

"My second daughter was only 10 months old when the twins were born," she explains. "I really felt a
