Many women are also giving birth at older ages, which increases the chance of conceiving
twins.

Raising twins is special, however, and Friedman tries to help parents negotiate all the questions
that come up from birth and beyond: Should they share a crib or a room?

Should they be dressed alike? Should they attend the same classes in school?

Ask Friedman those questions and her answer is no, no and no.
